a. 30 MPH Speed Limit Exlade Street and 20MPH in the vicinity of the School
The draft plans proposed by Anthony Kirkwood required the following alterations:
Exlade Street – parish council want the whole of this area from Main Street to A4074 to be included in a 30MPH zone. Otherwise the speed limit will be changing for short intervals back to the national speed limit.

Main Street – they wish the 20MPH zone to run from the Rectory as per your plan to the New Rectory which is at a point passed Orchard House. This would take into account the area on the bend and where parents walk children to school.

b. Larchdown Farm turning
This appeared on some Sat Nav’s as a road, and it was felt that the owners should erect a sign stating it was to Larchdown Farm only and a private road.
