6.  Sports Club Report

The PC, which owns, and is responsible for the management of, the Playing Field and the Pavilion on behalf of the whole community, was obliged to decline the proposal from Kidmore End CC for a merger with Checkendon, after considering all the circumstances, as it took the view this was incompatible with the duties of the PC in regard to its independent and undiluted authority over these Parish premises. The Council also re-affirmed its support for Checkendon Sports Club in its existing form and, accordingly designs would be sought forthwith for the redevelopment of the pavilion as a continuing facility for the Parish, in addition to its use for sport
It was agreed that all CIL payments would be put towards the cost of a new pavilion which would also house a small room that could be used by the community.

Redecoration had not happened during the school holiday and it was felt that if grants were to be obtained it would need to be programmed for July 2020.
