PC has applied to OCC. Mrs. Waggett supplied supporting petition to be forwarded to Highways Dept.

Parishioner Mr. Barry (Moonrakers) outlined history of the property including change of right of way and changes to wood by Ms. Sole. Initially informed new access would not require pp so low impact forest track was installed. Enforcement then intervened saying permission needed as for residential purposes. A vexatious complaint was suspected; also enforcement officer has not visited the site. Surely under new guidelines the case should be dropped.
Cllr. Robb said the whole matter was perverse and agreed to pursue further and more forcefully. The same would apply to issues in Whitehall Lane and site formerly known as Meadow Cottage.
