3. Matters Arising from minutes 

a. 30 MPH Speed Limit Exlade Street and 20MPH in the vicinity of the School
After a meeting with Anthony Kirkwood it was agreed by the parish council that the 30MPH in Exlade Street should run between the two newly installed village sign plates of Exlade Street.

Main Street – the parish council wished to see the 20MPH zone to stretch from the Village Hall to the boundary of the Four Horse Shoes (Woodcote side). 
b. Condition of Main Street between Whitehall Lane and Ardross Cottage

The location was inspected by OCC on 13.9.18 and 2 defects were submitted for immediate repair 1 footway and 1 carriageway.

OCC reported “A formal assessment was undertaken however unfortunately it scored very low and proved not to be a priority for resurfacing. Going forward it was recognised that some parts of the carriageway were in need of attention and as such Main Street and Uxmore Road has been programmed for Dragon Patching repair work, this work should be undertaken in the near future.”

The whole area had been extended and re- fenced but it had been completed in basic stock proof fencing not chain link as per quotation which had stated as per existing fence. Clerk to contact Rospa on their views regarding if this is acceptable in a play area before Neil Aldridge is contacted. The auto latch on the two pedestrian gates had not yet been fitted.
Rospa inspection on the remaining equipment had been carried out. The existing swings needed new chains and D shackles and the loose seat bolt tightened. 1 new seat was damaged and needed replacing. The toddler swing also had worn chains and the central strap needed replacing. This would be done by Malcolm Russ using the replacement parts held by Mr Corbishley. The gaps in the safety matting needed filling.
The rocker had been removed following damage.

The Grant agreement with SODC was signed and witnessed.
