5. New Playground

Councillors agreed after the presentation by Alexandra West to accept the design submitted by Earth Wright totalling £33,489.00.  The first instalment of the deposit to be paid 1st June 2018 for installation during the school summer holidays Neil Armstrong had yet to submit his price for the clearance and earthworks. The chairman would also seek a quote from Proctor and Butler. A final decision would be taken at May meeting as the earthwork costs had been considerably higher than anticipated raising the total to £38,489.

6. Report from Cllr. D. Nimmo Smith 
SODC had raised their precept by 4.5% the first time in 9 years. £800,000 was in the community grant and councillors would have their own £5K fund for projects within parishes.

Cllr. Nimmo Smith had now been appointed to the cabinet with the portfolio for Economic Development.

There would be no increase in car parking charges in the District.
